To our Troop 515 Scouts and Families,

Each year our troop conducts multiple fundraisers to sustain our scouting program. In 2025, we will be conducting three fundraising events. The Pancake Breakfast, scheduled on Sunday, May 4, 2025, a Car Wash scheduled on Saturday, June 7, 2025 (rain-date on Saturday, June 21, 2025), and Clean Community Days (5 in total) to be conducted in April through October (actual dates to be announced).
Participation and the support of these fundraising events:  pre-selling tickets to both the Pancake Breakfast & Car Wash and minimally attending three of the five scheduled Clean Community days by our entire troop membership is critical to ensure that there are sufficient funds to keep our program thriving. Funding is necessary for the purchase and maintenance of troop equipment, campsite & cabin fees, the purchase of badges & awards, and the summer camp program.
Note that if you participate in more than the required 3 Clean Communities days, you will earn service hours for the fourth and fifth date.
For those scouts who do not meet the fundraising participation requirement of – pre-selling tickets to both the Pancake Breakfast & Car Wash and attending three of the five scheduled Clean Community days – there will be an additional service charge ($50) added to the annual renewal fee. For those scouts that meet the participation requirement, the annual service charge is waived in the subsequent year. Also, as a scout leaves the troop, or “ages” out of the troop (at 18), if the fundraising requirements are met, the $50 service charge will be refunded. 

If a service charge is assessed, payment is due in full at the time of renewal. Failure to remit these monies to the troop will result in a scout not being eligible to re-register with Troop 515.
